Outreach services

Where it is proposed to stop delivering children’s centre services from Shirley and Purley
Oaks children’s centres, and Ecclesbourne and Woodside Service Access Points, we are
looking into other ways of providing support in the areas, these might be:

o Delivering outreach services from different community spaces such as community
halls, health centres, schools , pop up events in parks and playgrounds Working
alongside services such as community groups led by volunteers, parenting groups
and peer support groups provide families with access to activities close to their home
to ensure families are able to access children’s centre services

e Continue working with midwives and health visitors to meet parents at antenatal,
postnatal and well-baby clinics
